Basic MONTANA.GOV conversion procedure for web developers
Note:  If you are already using the Template Loader to receive template elements, you do not have to alter your existing markup. You may wish to, as this version of the markup does include a responsive design framework to render optimized website views for all user agents including tablets and smartphones. This document is for customers who do not currently use the Loader and want to  receive the template resources for sites such as original ASP and server side include site or ASP.NET and Sharp Content sites that do not have calls to the Loader. 
Add HTML doctype and conditional comments to top of head section

Note: The hosted template resources are available at multiple levels to fit a normal content production routine where test and production environments exist. Your resource call can fit the environment you are working in. A production site should have these calls above to the template.mt.gov domain – that is where the latest resources exist that have been tested in all browsers and user agents. You may want to call the resources at test.template.mt.gov if you are working with SITSD on a new or modified feature in the hosted files. 

Add white background for agency content section

The new template resources do not provide a white background color for the central content section as the last two mt.gov designs did. If you need to provide that for your content, add this CSS declaration to your template document or CSS file for the wrapper or other containing element for the page content. The #pageCtlBar call is only for Sharp Content websites to bring the Sharp application bar down under the deeper MONTANA.GOV header. This declaration would be in the Test Content Connector folder

Test and resolve any issues. The template resources and markup were created with a template-element naming convention that is completely new to the state website templates and it should not conflict with any of your existing markup elements.

Implement Optional Multiple Advanced Search 

In order to implement the Optional Search for the new MONTANA.GOV template, you can embed either of the following pieces of Javascript on whatever page you would like the optional search to appear.  There are two ways to implement – the first way described below (multiple, example  1) allows you to have a single search box that also acts as a drop-down box where users can select a particular search.  The multiple-search example adds the “Indian Law”, “MDT” and “RMTD” search options to the drop down.

If you would like to only have a single search (example 2), simply embed the code in any page you would like to see the search box to appear.

Note: the “id” attribute in the code below is what will appear in the dropdown box if the multiple searches are desired.  The “gcs” attribute is the Google Custom Search code guid.  Add your Google CSE guid here.
